The lead room parent also coordinates
teacher gifts and communicates news from the classroom. In addition, the lead room parent
provides support to the library committee, as needed, which may include organizing classroom
library volunteers.

* Assistant room parents may also be asked to chaperone field trips, assist with classroom events,
and/or help the lead room parent as needed.

¢ The helper room parent provides a wonderful opportunity to participate for working parents or
for those with very young children, because this position does not require their presence during
school hours. Specifically, helper room parents may provide snacks, beverages or paper products
for a class party or they may assist with other projects at their convenience. (Please note that younger
siblings are not allowed to participate in school field trips, classroom parties, etc.)

Around the beginning of the school year (August, 2009), room parents will be notified of their assignment.
A gathering will be planned to discuss responsibilities, catch up on news, and to socialize with friends.
